From preserving cultural heritage through the South End
Jazz Oral History project, to designing community-centered
art installations in Boston’s Chinatown, to tackling
educational inequities impacting young people in Boston
Housing Authority settings, to developing green retrofit
strategies in Mattapan, Policy School students have
addressed critical needs spanning housing, education,
healthcare, and community development.

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Connecting the dots in urban systems

Prof. Dan O'Brien's new book extends the classic observation that “where you
live matters” for health and well-being. He presents the case that we need to
pay more attention to all geographic scales, including streets within
neighborhoods and even properties within streets, and how they each affect
us. This is analogous to a pointillistic painting, which is similarly organized into
dots within objects that reveals a complete image.

This “pointillistic perspective” surfaces microspatial inequities, or disparities
between people living in the same neighborhood, as a pressing, overlooked
concern for science, policy, and practice. The book illustrates this through two
civic research projects: one on the impact of problem properties on public
il i B um safety; and the other on the pertinence of “urban heat islets” and other
Wi U ot O'Bricn hyperlocal hazards to environmental justice. It offers guidance for designing

policies and practices that address microspatial inequities, with an emphasis
on putting cutting-edge data in the hands of communities.

Building the infrastructure for small state leadership

The strategic Ambuli Dialogues focused on small state leadership in multilateral governance and
laid the groundwork for meaningful participation in global plastics treaty negotiations.
Conversations in Washington D.C. and at the Rwandan Mission to the U.N. brought together
experts, students, and practitioners to explore how smaller nations can effectively engage in
complex multilateral processes. This preparatory work proved instrumental at INC 5 and 5.2,
where the Northeastern delegation demonstrated the power of stakeholder engagement. These
efforts, extending from the Summit of the Future through multiple UN events, culminated in the
creation of the Plastics Center, transforming dialogue into tangible policy infrastructure.

Prioritizing farmworker health and safety

safety and influence the health of immigrant farmworkers. This new lab addresses critical gaps
in occupational health protection by studying how structural and regulatory conditions affect
worker safety.

systems in the South

PhD student David Jefferson engaged at SOWTH
2025, a conference bringing together farmers,
ranchers, researchers, advocates, and producers
from across the Southeast to discuss the future of
agriculture and food systems. David’s work
explores agroecological practices to build more
sustainable and equitable food systems in the
region. He toured High Hog Farm, a space deeply
rooted in Black Agrarianism and ancestral arts,
reflecting on regenerative farming practices,
rotational livestock grazing, and the cultivation of
food, fibers, and natural dyes from heritage
breeds and heirloom seeds.

Attending SOWTH 2025 was a powerful reminder of
how deeply food policy shapes the health and
resilience of our communities.

The workshop sessions and farm tours were rooted
in the realities of Black food sovereignty, agricultural
resistance, and the ongoing fight for access to land,
equitable treatment under the law, and financial
resources. These are not abstract policy goals.
Rather, they are urgent, place-based demands
echoed across rural, urban, and regional landscapes.

Food policy must be recognized as a
frontline issue everywhere. It holds the
power to either reinforce systems of
dispossession or actively dismantle them.
Food is power, and when reclaimed by our
communities, it becomes a radical act of
resistance, empowerment, and liberation.
